We have participated in the Energy Star Program for several years.  It has provided us 
with employee training and POP materials so we can more easily encourage our 
customers to choose an energy efficient appliance. 
 
We feel that NYSERDA should be awarded the SBC3 funds. It is important for the 
program’s stability to have it extended for five to seven years and to assure the funding 
will be available. 
 
Separating the funds between the Residential and Energy Affordability Program (REAP) 
and Research and Development is key to allowing REAP to run the Energy Star Program 
and other New York Energy Smart programs.  These programs encourage retailers to 
market the products that are more energy efficient. 
 
One option for increasing the funding of the NYSERDA programs would be to add a 
charge to natural gas users in New York. 
 
We strongly feel that the Energy Star program has helped New Yorkers learn to save 
money and energy since its inception and would like you to extend the funding for this 
worthwhile program.
